OES encourages OAs to submit applications and expedite purchasing of equipment to better respond to acts of terrorism.  To facilitate the OA's ability to rapidly purchase authorized equipment, OES will provide FY01 funds to OAs within 30 days upon receipt and approval of the application.  

OES understands that OAs have limited time and resources available to apply for this grant and to purchase equipment.  In order to facilitate this process, OES is providing this Guide and will continue to be available to provide technical assistance throughout the grant process.  

OES looks forward to working with you on this program.  Through our combined efforts, the State of California and local emergency response agencies will be better prepared to respond to any event.

FY01 State Domestic Preparedness Equipment Program 

Part One - PROGRAM OVERVIEW
	Background
	The U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ), through the Office of the Assistant Attorney General, Office of Justice Programs (OJP), Office for Domestic Preparedness (ODP), is providing financial assistance directly to each of the states and territories through the Federal Fiscal Year (FY) 2001 (FY01) State Domestic Preparedness Equipment Program.  This grant program represents the second and third years of a three-year initiative to address critical national needs in the area of response equipment for domestic preparedness.  The program is 100 percent federally funded, requiring no matching funds. 



	Purpose
	This financial assistance is for the purchase of equipment to enhance the capability of state and local agencies to respond to incidents of terrorism involving the use of chemical and biological agents, as well as radiological and explosive devices.  This program continues the effort to equip first responders.  There is no change from FY 99's authorized equipment list.



	FY99 and FY01 grant processing differences
	OAs will note some major differences between the FY99 and the FY01 grant processes.  Specifically:

· An expedited application process

· A consolidated Assurances, Certifications, and Signature Authority form (Governing Body Resolution) 

· An expedited application approval and payment process

· 60-day limit to encumber/obligate grant funds

· Quarterly Report requirement

· Periodic review of OA's grant performance

· Grant closeout process

OES has modified the grant process to expedite the purchasing and deployment of equipment at the local level.  Because it is so different than FY99, we encourage the recipients to closely review this Guide in its entirety.



	Allocation


	The FY01 grant represents two federal fiscal years (FY2000 and FY2001) of congressional funding authorizations in support of state and local equipment purchase programs.  The state is required to allocate these funds in accordance with the Three-Year Domestic Preparedness Strategy that was prepared based on the assessment data input by each Operational Area (OA).  

ODP allocated the funds to states by giving each state a base amount of $250,000 with the balance of funds being distributed to the states on a population-share basis. Based on this formula, California is receiving $7,167,000 for FY00 and $7,666,000 for FY01, a combined total of $14,833,000.  The state's share is $2,608,250.  These funds will be used to purchase statewide equipment caches.

In trying to determine the best means of making funds available to meet the needs of the maximum number of communities possible and by taking threat and risk vulnerability into account as well, the state’s distribution methodology is similar to that used for the federal allocation to the states.  Each OA will receive a base amount of $80,000 ($40,000 for FY00 and $40,000 for FY01) with the remainder allocated on a population-share basis.  The population figures used to calculate the allocation were obtained from the Department of Finance’s E-1 Report, “City/County Population Estimates with Annual Percent Change, January 1, 2001 and 2002”.  The funding allocations by OA can be found in Appendix A.


	Eligible Jurisdictions
	For this grant, only OAs are eligible to apply.  OAs will coordinate with their cities and special districts to either allocate funds to the cities and special districts directly, purchase equipment on behalf of the cities and special districts, or purchase equipment that benefits the OA as a whole.



	Private Contractors
	Some local government agencies contract with private entities to perform certain services on their behalf.  (For example, the provision of emergency medical services may be provided by private ambulance companies.)  In these circumstances, it is permissible for a government entity to include requests for funding related to equipment that may be used by, or assigned to, such contractors.  However, the government entity must purchase and retain ownership of such equipment.




Part One - PROGRAM OVERVIEW, continued

	Authorized Expenditures
	The funds under this grant program are to be used to acquire first responder equipment in the following categories:  

· personal protective equipment (PPE)

· chemical, biological, and radiological detection

· decontamination 

· communications

The above categories are in accordance with the FY01 Authorized Equipment Purchase List (Refer to Appendices B and C).  The prices shown on the List are for planning purposes and represent an average price range.  State tax, shipping and handling charges are eligible costs of equipment purchased.

This equipment is intended to enhance first response capabilities in the areas of fire, emergency medical services, hazardous materials, law enforcement, public works, public health, environmental health, and emergency management at the state and local levels of government.  

All equipment acquired under this grant program must be made available for mutual aid when requested, as set forth in the Governing Body Resolution, Appendix D. 


	Unauthorized Expenditures
	The following types of expenditures for equipment are not allowable:

· vehicles

· trailers to store and transport equipment

· general-use laptop computers

· computer monitors and printers

· video-monitoring equipment

· arms and ammunition 

· land acquisition

· local sales taxes

· costs incurred outside the grant period of availability



	OA responsibilities
	The following are the OA's responsibilities:

1. Coordinate with their jurisdictions and disciplines to compile the equipment requests into a single grant application package to be submitted to the Governor's Office of Emergency Services (OES).  
2. Work closely with the OES Regional coordinator to ensure timely submittal of the application package.
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	OA responsibilities, continued
	3. Utilize the data gathered in the previously completed OJP Needs Assessment, and consider the following points to prioritize equipment purchases:

a. Analyze current equipment availability and prioritize the shortfalls to be met with this and future equipment purchases.

b. Distribution of equipment must promote multi-jurisdictional capability.

c. Distribution of equipment should promote closing gaps in existing capabilities.

d. Staff must be trained to operate and maintain the equipment.
4. Maintain a reasonable condition of readiness for equipment and personnel to respond to a terrorist incident.

5. Comply with all assurances and certifications contained in the Governing Body Resolution, Appendix D.

6. Submit an Equal Employment Opportunity Plan (EEOP) to the DOJ Office of Civil Rights (OCR) in accordance with the OCR letter dated July 29, 2002 (Appendix E), with a copy of the cover letter to OES.  OAs are also responsible for ensuring that any jurisdiction receiving funds from the OA must also comply with EEOP requirements.
7. Maintain an equipment tracking system that includes the components identified in Title 28, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Parts 66.32 and 66.33, and DOJ Financial Guide Part III, Chapter 6.

8. Prepare quarterly progress reports for the duration of the grant period.  Further reporting details are included in Part Three – The Performance Period, under “Quarterly Progress Reports”.

9. Maintain financial management systems that support grant activities in accordance with 28 CFR Part 66.20, and DOJ Financial Guide, Part II, Chapter 3.

10. If changes are required after the initial grant approval, submit revision requests to OES prior to initiating equipment purchase.  Further details are included in Part 3, Revision Requests, of this Guide.
11. When all equipment listed in the OA's approved application has been received and paid for, the OA is responsible to notify OES, in writing, within 30 days that they are ready for grant closeout. 
12. Submit Final Grant Report and remit unexpended grant funds.
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	OA responsibilities, continued
	13. Maintain property, programmatic and financial records in accordance with the grant record retention requirements.  Further details are contained in Part 3 - The Performance Period, of this Guide.

14. Ensure that grant recipients comply with the audit requirements contained in OMB Circular A-133, and 28 CFR 66.26.

	Instructions for Application Components


	Item #1 - Application for Assistance 

· Fill in all the information requested
· Use the checklist to ensure that the application package is complete
· Sign and return to OES Region for review and approval.
Item #2 - Narrative

Provide a narrative describing the OA's equipment needs and how this grant can increase the OA's capability to respond to a terrorist incident.  The narrative must include:

· Problem Statement

· Priorities

· Overview of Jurisdiction's Capability

· Equipment Procurement & Distribution Plan

Item #3 – Budget Detail Worksheet

This is where the OA lists all equipment to be purchased, including:

· Purchasing Jurisdiction as the buyer

· Receiving Jurisdiction can be the buyer and the receiver, or just the receiver

· Discipline - Fire, Haz Mat, Law, etc

· Category - PPE, Detection, Decontamination, Communication

· Separate lines items for:  tax, shipping, handling as well as any costs that require prior approval

Consult the Authorized Equipment Purchase Lists in Appendices B and C for eligible equipment; only equipment identified on these lists are eligible for procurement under this program.  The Sample Price List is included for the purpose of preparing your Budget Detail Worksheet.  It is expected that actual purchase prices may vary.

Item #4 - Governing Body Resolution
The OA will be held accountable for all assurances and certifications contained in the Governing Body Resolution.  Please be aware that the Resolution also appoints agents authorized to execute any actions necessary under the grant.

The OA must submit the completed Resolution with the application.  If changes are needed to the Resolution during the grant period, please refer to the Resolution Instructions in Appendix D.




Part Two - THE APPLICATION PROCESS, continued
	Application Due Date


	OA applications are due to OES Region by November 8, 2002.  Incomplete applications will not be accepted.  See next section for time extension request.



	Request for Application Time Extension


	Requests for time extensions may be considered on a case-by-case basis and must be submitted, in writing, to the OES Region Administrator no later than five (5) working days prior to the application due date.  The Request must include a justification and anticipated date of application submittal.



	OES Approval of OA Application
	The OA must work closely with the OES Region throughout the application process.  The OES Region will ensure the application meets basic program criteria as outlined within this Guide.  OES will not make payments if the application is submitted without Region written approval.
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Part Three - THE PERFORMANCE PERIOD
	OES Approval of Application & Payment Process
	OES will notify the OA, in writing, of the approved application and funding amount.  The application will function as the funding request allowing distribution of funds to the OA within 30 days.  

OAs are advised that interest earnings on federal funds must be remitted back in accordance with Part 3, Interest Earnings, of this Guide. 



	Time Expectations for Encumbering Grant Funds
	OAs must minimize the time between receipt and disbursement of funds.   OES expects OAs to encumber/obligate funds within 60 days of receiving OES' notification of application approval.  If OAs cannot meet this expectation, the delay must be identified and explained in the OA's January 15, 2003 quarterly report.



	Revision Requests
	Adjustments to the OA's approved equipment list must be requested in writing, and approved by OES, prior to ordering equipment.  Equipment changes include, but are not limited to:

· Type

· Quantity

· Price 

· Recipient 

· Purchaser 

The revision request must clearly identify the change(s) between the original equipment list and the proposed purchases.  This can be done by noting the changes on a copy of the original list.  

Failure to submit award adjustments and receive OES approval prior to purchasing, could result in disallowance of these purchases.



	Quarterly Progress Reports
	OAs must prepare and submit quarterly progress reports to OES for the duration of the grant period or until all items are received and the grant is formally closed.  The reports must include the status of all activities, including equipment purchases.  The reports are due to OES as follows:

· Performance Period January 1 through March 31 – due by April 15
· Performance Period April 1 through June 30 – due by July 15
· Performance Period July 1 through September 30 – due by October 15
· Performance Period October 1 through December 31 – due by January 15

A quarterly report template, with instructions, will be distributed under separate cover prior to the deadline for the first report.  Failure to submit quarterly reports could result in grant reduction, termination or suspension.

	Procurement Requirements

OES will notify the OA of the start of the record retention period for programmatic and financial records at time of grant closeout.  


	Accessibility of Records
	The awarding agency, the DOJ Office of Inspector General, the Comptroller General of the United States, OES, and any of their authorized representatives, shall have the right of access to any books, documents, papers, or other records which are pertinent to the grant, in order to make audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcripts.  The right of access is not limited to the required retention period but shall last as long as the records are retained.  Refer to 28 CFR 66.42 and DOJ Financial Guide, Part III, Chapter 12.



	Termination & Suspension
	Funding may be suspended or terminated, in whole or in part, or other measures may be imposed for any of the following reasons:

· Failing to comply substantially with the requirements or statutory objectives of the Violent Crime Control and Law Enforcement Act of 1994, program guidelines issued there under, or other provisions of federal law.

· Failing to make satisfactory progress toward the goals or strategies set forth in the application, including, but not limited to, initiating the purchase process within 60 days.

· Failing to follow subgrant agreement requirements or special conditions.

· Proposing or implementing substantial plan changes to the extent that, if originally submitted, the application would not have been approved for funding.

· Filing a false certification in this application.

· Failing to submit required reports.

Before taking action, OES will provide the OA reasonable notice of intent to impose measures and will make efforts to resolve the problem informally.  If the action can not be informally resolved, and OES suspends or terminates the funding, the OA may submit a formal appeal to the OES Director within 30 days of notification.  
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Part 4 - GRANT CLOSEOUT PROCESS
	Final Grant Report
	When all equipment listed in the OA's approved application has been received and paid for, the OA is responsible to notify OES, in writing, within 30 days that they are ready for grant closeout.  Upon receipt of the OA's notification, OES will send the OA a Final Grant Report template with instructions.  



	Repayment of  Unused Grant funds


	If the Final Grant Report indicates that the OA did not spend all of the grant funds, the unused funds must be returned with the Final Grant Report.  



	OES Closeout Review and Notification


	OES will review the OA's Final Grant Report for compliance with all grant conditions.  Once compliance has been verified, OES will notify the OA of the grant closure and record retention requirements.

	Audit Requirements
	OAs, and their recipients, must comply with the audit requirements contained in OMB Circular A-133 and 28 CFR 66.26.

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APPENDIX B

Authorized Equipment Purchase List

The State Domestic Preparedness Equipment Program authorized equipment purchase list was derived from the Standardized Equipment List (SEL). The Standardized Equipment List was developed by the Interagency Board (IAB) for Equipment Standardization and Interoperability. The IAB compiled the Standardized Equipment List on behalf of the National Domestic Preparedness Office (NDPO) to delineate the types of equipment necessary for terrorist incident response. Because the Standardized Equipment List also contains lists of general use and support equipment, a narrower list was derived from the Standardized Equipment List to identify the specific types of specialized equipment authorized for purchase under the Fiscal Year 2001 State Domestic Preparedness Equipment Program. 

This specialized equipment falls into four distinct categories: 1) personal protective equipment (PPE); 2) chemical, biological, or radiological detection equipment; 3) decontamination equipment; and, 4) communication equipment. A cross-section of officials representing the Public Health Service, the Federal Emergency Management Agency, the U.S. Department of Energy, the U.S. Department of Justice, and State and local hazardous materials experts assisted in the development of this authorized equipment purchase list and in identifying unallowable items.

1. Personal Protective Equipment.  Equipment worn to protect the individual from hazardous materials and contamination.  Protection may vary and is divided into four levels based on the degree of protection afforded.

Level A. Selected when the greatest level of skin, respiratory, and eye protection is required. The following items constitute Level A equipment for consideration:

• Reusable or limited-use fully encapsulated chemical resistant suit ensemble

• Butyl hoods and gloves

• Reusable fully encapsulated training suits

• Testing equipment for fully encapsulated suits

• Closed circuit rebreather* or open circuit self contained breathing apparatus (SCBA) or, when appropriate, Supplied Air Breathing Apparatus (SABA)

• Spare cylinders for rebreathers or SCBA and service/repair kits

g. §§ 523 and 527 of the Public Health Service Act of 1912 (42 U.S.C. 290 dd-3 and 290 ee-3), as amended, relating to confidentiality of alcohol and drug abuse patient records; 

h. Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. § 3601 et seq.), as amended, relating to nondiscrimination in the sale, rental or financing of housing; 

i. Title 28, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 42, Subparts C, D, E and G; 

j. Title 28, CFR, Part 35; 

k. Any other nondiscrimination provisions in the specific statute(s) under which application for federal assistance is being made, and 

l. The requirements on any other nondiscrimination statute(s) which may apply to the application.

9.
